Vida Bateau was launched into the world of Early
Music in Boston by the incomparable Marleen
Montgomery, in whose Quadrivium Consort she played
for many years as wind player-of all-trades (shawm,
rackett, dulcian, krumhorns, etc). Studies with Frans
Bruggen in Cambridge, then Marion Verbruggen in den
Haag followed. Vida played barogue bassoon with Ars
Musica Chamber Orchestra, touring the East Coast and
recording the Brandenberg Concertos. Batucada Belles, a
Brazilian-style parade band she co-founded in Boston in
1982, is still parading. She has played sitar and tabla
from North India, drums of the African Diaspora, and
Mbira Dzavadzimu from Zimbabwe. For the last 15
years, teaching the Orff Instrumentarium at Beacon
School, Oakland, has been her main focus, as well as
raising two children, now 9% and 7. Vida has taught
people of all agesfor many years, and is eagerly looking
forward to hearing the EBRS chapter.

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About the East Bay JRS

The East Bay Junior Recorder
Society was born several years ago
when Louise Cardake and Hanneke
van Proosdij joined forcesto
organize a Recorder Fun Day to
provide local children with an
ensembl e playing opportunity to supplement their regular
recorder studies. Soon, monthly playing meetings were being
offered on Sunday afternoons, often with twenty or more
children attending. Asthe group grew, Letitia Berlin joined
L ouise and Hanneke as one of the principal teachers. Other
local recorder professionals often serve as guest teachers. Vida
Bateau, our guest conductor this month, is a frequent teacher at
JRS.

The children sometimes open or close their playing
sessions by playing in asingle large group, but for the
majority of the meeting time they break into smaller
groups, with the teachers rotating among the groups. A
juice and cookies break midway through the meeting
providestime for play and social conversation, and an
informal performance for parents concludes the
afternoon. In addition to their performances for parents
and friends each year, JRS has performed at the last two
Berkeley Festivals aswell as at local bookstores.

At first there were mainly sopranos and afew atos,
but as the children grew, so did the collection of
recorders. Through the contributions of several generous
adults, some of them EBRS members, JRS has acquired
larger instruments that are loaned to the children as they
expand their skills. EBRS has been excited about and
supportive of Junior Recorder Society activities from the
start. This year we awarded four scholarships for Juniors
to attend our most recent workshop. In addition to its
associations with the EBRS and the American Recorder
Society, JRSis an affiliate of the San Francisco Early
Music Society.

If you' ve been an EBRS member for several years,
you' ve had the pleasure to see and hear first-hand the
success of this program. But the annual performances at
our chapter meeting are only a part of the story. Many of
the original members of JRS, now well into their teens,
continue to play the recorder. Andrew Levy and Morgan
Jacobs have attended the Recorder Academy at Indiana
University as ARS President’ s Scholars, and JRS teens
now also participate in the SFEM'S Summer Workshops
at Dominican College. We are delighted to welcome JRS
as our special guests at this month’ s meeting.

The Mathilda Brown home is a beautiful facility in
Oakland with lovely gardens and a spacious, living room
graced with agrand piano and tall bay window, where
we set up our music stands. There are couches for the
residents lining the periphery of the sunny room. About
fifteen residents listened to us play on March 12",
athough afew people wandered in and out during the
performance. Some of the ladies seemed to sleep
throughout, but many were engaged and interested. Some
asked questions about the instruments and music,
particularly when we offered a demonstration of the
different sizes of recorders. Several had never heard of
recorders before. We played music from the AROW
medieval repertoire - part of the concertsin March, April
and May. Our group was comprised of Susan
Richardson, Susan Jaffey, Greta Hryciw, Peggy Norris,
Wendy Cheit, and Joan Glassey. All partsin the music
were covered effectively, and the audience seemed to
find it unusual and interesting. We explained alittle bit
about the music as we went from piece to piece, one of
which featured a krumhorn (to help pique their interest!),
and others with percussion. We played recorders ranging
from sopranino to bass, with Joan enriching the bass lines
on her ‘cello. One audience member was a young soldier
with afresh army haircut visiting his grandmother before
leaving the next day for Baghdad.

A Review

The Stanford Collegium
gave afine performancein
the chapel of Memorial
Church the evening of Febru-
ary 28" to an appreciative
audience of about 150. The
Collegium was directed by Stanford faculty members
Jennifer Lane, Herb Myers and guest faculty David
Tayler, Hanneke van Proosdij, Joanna Blendulf, Stephen
Escher, Cynthia Frievogel, and Joyce Johnson-Hamilton,
several of whom are SFEMS Med/Ren workshop alumni.
The concert opened with a set of English pieces, the first
being a Chaconne by Purcell, which featured Heike
Fischer and Greta Hryciw on alto recorders. Renowned
cellist and bass viol player, Joanna Blendulf, provided
the heart of the continuo lines for most pieces, along with
guest theorbo players David Tayler, Jim Washburn, Gary
Hess, and Sarge Gerbode. Harpsichord, virgina and
organ, played aternately by Ms. van Proosdij, Mahan
Esfahani and Michael Peterson, also supplied rich
continuo throughout the program. The Stanford music
students played and sang brilliantly and, despite tenor
Reed Criddle' simpending strep throat, he met the
challenge of singing the complex and highly ornamented
part of Orfeo from Act |11 of Monteverdi’s La Favola
d' Orfeo. Soprano Heather Craw showed great
development of her already pure sound since last year's
collegium, as evidenced in her performance of Schiitz's
Es steh Gott auf duet with soprano Jenny Staves.

One of the highlights of the concert was at the
beginning of the second half, when from the bal cony,
across the cupola, came the remarkabl e performance of
Andreas de Silva s Intonuit de caelo (1520). The
audience was completely taken by surprise by the sounds
of the shawms and sackbut coming from “on high,”
skillfully played by the ensemble Alta Sonora, comprised
of our own EBRS members, Peggy Murray, Karen
Nebelkopf, Mary Ellen Reed and John Harris.

The program closed with the entire collegium - faculty,
guests and students - performing the rich and rousing In
dulce jubilo from Musse Sioniseby Michael Pradorius,
replete with double choir of voices and instrument, and
al the keyboards and “louds,” ably directed by David
Tayler. Kudosto Jennifer Lane for putting together a
brilliant program.
