   Rotem Gilbert is a native of Haifa, 
Israel. As a member of Piffaro, she has 
toured the United States, Europe and 
South America. Rotem is co-founder of 
Ciaramella, an ensemble dedicated to 15th 
Century music, which will be releasing 
its debut recording with Naxos label this 
spring.  With Ciaramella she has 
performed in Italy, Belgium and Israel, 

and in Early Music festivals and concert series in the United 
States. She has appeared with ARTEK, Fala Musica, La 
Caccia Alta, Chatham Baroque, Pittsburgh Camerata, The 
King’s Noyse, Capilla Flamenca and the Newberry Consort. 
After studies on recorder at Mannes College of Music with 
Nina Stern, she earned her solo diploma from the Scuola 
Civica di Musica of Milan where she studied with Pedro 
Memelsdorff. As a doctoral candidate at Case Western 
Reserve University, she has taught recorder and directed 
Collegium ensembles until 2002. She was artistic director of 
Cleveland's ARS recorder chapter until moving to CA. Rotem 
will be teaching recorder this summer at work-shops in 
SDEMS, Madison Early Music Festival and Amherst Early 
Music at Bennington.  Rotem can be heard on the Deutsche 
Grammophon’s Archiv, Passacaille, Musica Americana 
labels, Dorian and Naxos Recordings.  
     Rotem will bring 16th Century music from the Spanish 
Lerma codex - a collection of music prepared for the mini-
striles (professional instrumentalists) in the village of Lerma 
in Spain with compositions by Alonso Lobo, Francisco 
Guerrero, and Giovanni Nanino. She may also bring a 
selection of tenor lied songs by Ludwig Senfl, one of the 
most influential composers of the German Renaissance.  �™

From Highway 24 West:  Go through the tunnel to Hwy 13 
South/ Hayward.  Take the Redwood Rd. exit off 13 and turn 
LEFT at the stoplight.  Go up the hill to Skyline Blvd. and turn 
RIGHT at the light. (The remaining italicized directions are the 
same from all points) 
 

Follow Skyline Blvd one mile until you see a sign at the third 
intersection, indicating Skyline Community Church with a U-turn.  
Take the U-turn and the church will be on your right about a half-
mile down the road, the first driveway after Brookpark Road. 
 

From north of Oakland:  Take 80 to 580 East towards Hayward.  
Take the 35th Ave. exit and follow 35th Ave. toward the hills, 
away from the Bay.  It will become Redwood Road.  Follow 
Redwood Road up to Skyline Blvd (large intersection).  Turn 
RIGHT onto Skyline.  Continue with italicized directions from 
Hwy 24 West, above. 
 

From south of Oakland:  Take 580 West towards Oakland.  
Take the 35th Ave exit and turn RIGHT - toward hills, away from 
the Bay.  It will eventually become Redwood Road.  Follow 
Redwood Road up to Skyline Blvd. (large intersection).  Turn 
RIGHT onto Skyline Blvd.  Continue with italicized directions 
from Hwy 24 West, above.

     The Ars Nova of the fourteenth century took the art of 
polyphony to new and experimental levels, with stunning 
two, three and four part music by such great composers as 
Guillaume de Machaut, Francesco Landini, Jacopo da  
Bologna, among many others. We'll delve into this gorgeous 
music from various perspectives, and study the differences 
between the national styles.

We'll explore the art of interpretation,  
accompaniment, improvisation, different genres and styles, 
presentation.
