Room check-in/workshop registration is 1-3:30 pm on Sunday, June 22" on the patio in
front of the music building (Ives Hall).

Sonoma State University provides new, wonderful dorms. Each suite has four bedrooms,
each with their own bathroom, and the suite also has a kitchen and a nice big livingroom.

We will have our classes and concerts in the music building, Ives Hall, and have access
to a nice variety of classrooms. The combination of classrooms, big livingrooms and
several practise rooms will make informal playing possible for everyone.

For those of you staying at Sonoma State University; the university provides bed linen
and towels, but if you require specific personal items for your own comfort please bring
them. Rohnert Park summer days are usually warm, with evenings a bit chillier, so be
sure to bring comfortable clothing. Each suite has its own kitchen with fridge, stovetop
and microwave. You will need to bring your own cookingware. The university does not
offer the dorms without the meal plan, but if you prefer you can cook your own meals.

There is good airport shuttle transportation from both San Francisco Airport and Oakland
Airport to Sonoma County. If you can fly into Oakland we'll try to arrange for a pick up.
If you can arrive between 11am and 1pm we will have a better chance of finding you a
ride, but please give us plenty of warning!

Of course, if you prefer to rent a car, or arrive by car you can come whenever you like.
The Sonoma County Airport Express leaves from both SFO and Oakland Airport
www.airportexpressinc.com Go to The Doubletree Hotel in Rohnert Park and get a cab
from there from Yellow Cab 707-544-4444. With your Airport Express ticket you will
get 20% discount. The Doubletree Hotel is about 4 miles from the university. We have
been advised to avoid the Santa Rosa Airport.

Those of you staying on campus can park anywhere on the campus; those of you
commuting will need to pay a $2.50/day parking fee. There are several parking lots.



Everyone staying on campus will have a full meal plan. Meals are served in the cafeteria
and include hot dishes and a fairly extensive salad bar. Vegetarian dishes are available.
Commuters may buy meals at the cafeteria, but must request these meals by June 1st:
breakfast $8.00; lunch $9.50; dinner $10.50; plus 10% admin fee. Please include your
meal requests on the personal information form, or send them by email:
medren2005@sbcglobal.net before June 1st. If you do not book these meals in advance,
there are several wonderful local cafes and restaurants, or you can bring your own food.

Please bring a music stand for your classes and a black ringbinder for the Renaissance
Choir music. There will be instrument storage for commuters; specifics will be explained
at the orientation meeting.

We will not have an auction this year, since we do not have a suitable space for such an
event. We will have a silent auction as well as music, CD and booksale. If you have any
items you would like to contribute, please bring them with you. Donations to enable
MedRen scholarships are needed and gratefully accepted. If you are able to help another
person benefit from our program, you can also do so by making a contribution at your
check-in/registration time or during one of the sherry hours.
